—Removethe gascylinderfromthe enclosure before disconnecting the regulator fromthe appliance.

—Tightenallconnections before placingthe gascylinder backinitsenclosure.

—The gasleaktesting procedure should be conducted everytime the gas cylinderisrefilled
and reconnectedtotheappliance before usingthe appliance.

Regulator

Gas Leak Test

WARNING

Never use a naked flame to check for gas leaks.

Always use the following procedure to check for gas leaks.
1.In asmall container, mix up a solution of water and detergent or soap.
2. Make surethatthe gassupplyvalve onthe gascylindeisturnedon.
3. Make surethatthe gascontrolvalvesontheapplianceareallturned off.
4 .Using a brush or spray bottle apply the solution to the gas line and each joinin
the gas line.
5.Bubbling of the solution will indicate thatthereisaleak present.
6. Re-tighten or re-seal any joints that are leaking.
7. 1f aleak persists then contact your distributor or the manufacturer for assistance..

SAFETY PRACTICETO AVOID INJURY

-Inspectthe gassupply hose priortoturningonthega.Ifthereisevidence of cuts, wear, or
abrasion, it must be replaced prior to use.

-Onlythe pressure regulatorand hose assembly supplied with the appliance should be use.
Never substitute regulatorforthose supplied withthe appliance. Contact customerservice
for properreplacement.

-Leakcheckthe hoseandregulatorconnections with asoap and water solution before
operating the appliance.

-DONOT turnthegasatthelLP gascylinderunlessthe gashoseisproperlyconnectedtothe
side burner gaspipesystemandallburnerareinthe “OFF” position.

-Keep aspraybottle of soapy water nearthe appliance and checkthe connection before
eachuse.

When properly cared for, yourappliance will provide safe, reliable service for many years.
However, extreme care must be used as the appliance intense heat that canincrease accident
potential.

When using this appliance basic safety practices must be followed, including following:

-Do notrepairorreplace any part of the grill unless specifically recommended in this manual.
Allotherserviceshould bereferredtoaqualified technician.

-Theapplianceisforoutdooruse only.
-Theapplianceisnotintendedtobeinstalledinoronrecreational vehiclesand /ore boats.
-Childrenshould notbeleftalone orunattendedinanareawheretheapplianceisbeingused.
DONOTallow childrentosit, stand or playon oraround the appliance at any time.
-Donotsoreitemsofinteresttochildrenaround orbelowthegrill orcart. Donotallow children
tocrawlinside the cart.

-Never let clothing, pot holders or other flammable materials come in contact with or too close
toany grate, burner or hot surface until it has cooled. the fabric could ignite ,causing serious
personalinjury.



-For personal safety, wear properapparel. Loose fitting garments or sleeves should never been
worn while using thisappliance.Some syntheticfabricsare highly flammable and should be not
worn while cooking.

-Onlycertaintypesofglass, ceramicearthenware, orotherglazed utensils are suitable for grill use.
Othertypesof material may shatter withsuddentemperature changes. Use onlylow or medium
heatsettingsinaccordance withthe manufacture’sguidelines.

-Donotheatunopenedfoodcontainersasabuilt-up of pressure may cause the containersto burst.

-Use a covered band when opening the grid lid.

-Neverleanoveranopengrill.

When lighting a burner, always pay close attention to what you are doing. Make certain you are
aware of which burneryou are lighting so that your body and clothing remain clear of open flames.

WARNING

When usingthe grill

-DONOTtouchthegrillrack, burnergrate orimmediate surroundingsasthese areas become
extremely hot and could cause burns. Use only dry potholders. Moist or damp potholders on hot
surfaces may cause steam burns.

-DO NOT use towel or bulky cloth in place of potholders.

-Grease is flammable, let hot grease cool before attempting to handle it. DO NOT allow grease
deposittocollectinthe greasetray. CLEAN THE GREASE TRAY OFTEN.

-DONOTuse aluminum foil toline the grills rack or grill bottom.

For properlighting and performance of the burners, keep the burner pot clean. itis necessary
to clean them periodically for optimum performance. The burners will only operatein one
positionand must be mounted correctly for safe operation.

Exercise caution whencleaningthe grill. Toavoid steam burns, DONOT use awet sponge or
clothtocleanthegrillwhileitishot.Somecleaners produce noxious fumesorcanigniteifapplied
to a hot surface.

NEVERUSEADENTED ORRUSTY PROPANE GAS CYLINDER.

DONOTusethegrillto cook excessively fatty meats orother products which promote flare-ups.
DO NOToperatethegrillunderunprotected combustible constructions. USE only well ventilated
areas. Donotuseinbuildings, garages, sheds or other such enclosed areas.

Thisgrillisdesigned for optimum performance without the use of briquettes.

DO NOT place briquettes on the flame tamers as this will block the vent to the grill burners.
Adding briquettes candamageignitioncomponents.

Neverusethegrillin extremely windy conditions. Iflocated ina consistently windy area, a
windbreak will be required.

WARNING

Electrical Groundings Instructions for Transformer- Thisappliance (Transformer)isequipped
withaplugandshouldbe pluggeddirectly intoa properlygrounded receptacle.

LIGHTING INSTRUCTION

This barbecue is designed for use outdoors, away from any flammable materials.

Itisimportant that there are no overhead obstructions and that there is a minimum distance
of 1000mm fromthesideorrearoftheappliance.

Itisimportant that the ventilation openings of the cylinder compartment are not obstructed.
No modifications should be madetoany partofthisbarbecueandrepairsand maintenance
shouldonly becarried out byanauthorized person.

DONOTletchildren operate or play near grill.

DO NOT use charcoal or ceramic briquettesin a gas grill

DO NOT light or use the side burner with the lid in the closed position.

DO NOT attempt to light burner with lid closed. A buildup of non-ignited gas inside a closed grill
ishazardous.

WARNING

Theside burnerisdesignedfor pot/Panwith diameter60-260mm
Side burnerlid can not be used as a work table. DO NOT put anything on the side burner lid
whilesitisnotworking




To light the grill

1.0penthelid and make sure all the knobs are on the OFF position.

2.Push down and turn the control knob anticlockwise to HIGH(+) ,if the burnerignites, keep
pressing the control knob for 10 seconds until the flame stable.

3.Adjustthe heatbyturningthe knobtothe High/Low position.

4.To light the other burners, repeat the same process for the adjacent burner and continue in
sequence until all the burners are lit.

5.Toturnthe barbecue OFF, turnthecylindervalve orregulator switchtothe “OFF” positionand
thenturnallofthe controlknobsonthe barbecue clockwisetothe “OFF” position.

For Match- Lighting:

1.For Main burner, place the match into match holder chain and fire the match, then put the match

into the lighting hole on the right side of the fire box;
2. Forside burner, place the fired match on the holes of the side burner head.
3.Pushdownandturntheknob anticlockwise to HIGH position, thenthe burner can bellit.
If the burner does not light, turn off the gas tap and wait for 5 minutes then repeat. .

Before cooking for the first time, light on all the main burners and keep burning for 15 minutes
with the lid closed and knob at HIGH position. This will “heat clean” the internal parts and

dissipate odor from the painted finish. The color of cooking area may get little change. It is normal

anditisthe nature of material.

WARNING

While igniting main burner and infrared rear burner, make sure the lid isin open situation.
DO NOTIGNITE WITH SIDE BURNER LID CLOSED. DO NOT CLOSE SIDE BURNER LID WHEN
SIDEBURNERISIN OPERATION.

While cooking with the hood closed and with all the burners on, makes sure all these burners
areinthe LOW flame position.

CAREAND MAINTENANCE

Stainless Steel

Thereare many stainless steel cleanersavailable. Always use the mildest cleaning process

first, scrubbinginthedirectionofthe grain. DO NOT use steel wool asit will scratch the

surface. Totouch up noticeable scratchesinthe stainlesssteel,and very lightly withdry 100
grit sand paperin the direction of the grain.

Grease specks cangatherandbake ontothe surface of thestainless steel, givingthe appearance
of rust. Forremoval, use an abrasive pad with s stainless steel cleaner.

Cooking Grates

The easiest way to clean the grill isimmediately after cooking is completed and the

flames have been turned off.

Wear a barbecue mitt to protect your hand from heat and steam.

Scrubthe hotcookinggrates bydippingabristled barbecue brushintap water. Cleaning will
be more difficult if the grill is allowed to cool.



Grease Pan

The grease panshould be empted, wiped downand washed after each use witha mild detergent
and warm water solution. Check the grease pan frequently and do not allow excess grease to
accumulate and flow out of the grease pan.

GrillBurner

Extreme care should be takenwhenremovingaburner. It must be correctly centered onthe orifice
beforeanyattemptismadetorelightthegrill. Frequency of cleaning with depend on how often

you usethe grill.

Failure to properly place the burner over the orifice could cause a fire to occur behind and beneath
thevalve panel, thereby damagingthegrilland makingitunsafetooperate.

Before cleaning, make sure the gassupplyand control knobsareinthe ‘OFF positionandthe
burners have cooled.

Follow theseinstructionstoclean partsofburnerassemblyorifyouhavetroubleigniting grill.

1.Turn gas off at control knobs and LPG Tank.

2.Remove cookinggrates, grease trayand grease cup.

3.Remove screw at end of burner using a screwdriver.

4.Carefullylifteach burnerup and away fromvalve
openings.

5.Wire brush entire outer surface of burner to remove
food residue and dirt.

6.Clean any blocked ports with a stiff wire such as an
open paperclip.

7.Check burner for damage, due to normal wear and
corrosion some.

We suggest following ways to clean the burner tubes

-Bend astiff wire(alight weight coat hanger works well)
into a small hook. Run the hook through each burner tube

and burnerseveral times

-Use a narrow bottle brush with a flexible handle (DO NOT use a
brasswire brush), runthe brush through each burnertube and
burnerseveral times.

-Wear eye protection: use an air hose to force airinto the burner tube
and out the air ports. Check each port to make sure air comes out each hole

WARNING
NATURALHAZARD SPIDERS

FACT: sometimes spiders and otherinsects climb into the grill tubes
tothe burners. The spiders spin webs build nests and lay eggs. The
webs or nests can be very small, but they are very strong and can

block the flow of gas.

Cleanburners priortouse afterstoring, atthe beginning of grilling
season or after a period of one month not being used.

Spider guards are on the airintakes in an effort to reduce this problem,
butitwillnoteliminateit! An obstructioncanresultina “flashback”
(afireinthe burnertubes). The grill may still light, but the obstruction
does not allow full gas flow to the burners.
